Please understand that applicants are placed on a waiting list in order of the date of application. In each case of selecting a home for a Pharaoh Hound all applicants will be considered equally. We do this in order to attempt to select the most suitable home for that Pharaoh Hound, in light of its health, personality, behavior and other factors. We attempt to select the most suitable Pharaoh Hound for applicants in light of the answers you have given above.
While PHCA Rescue will have had the Pharaoh Hound examined by a veterinarian, PHCA Rescue cannot make any guarantees regarding the health or physical condition of the dog. All expenses occurring after the adoption of the Pharaoh Hound, including medical expenses, are the responsibility of the adoptive home.

All rescues are spayed/neutered and micro chipped prior to placement. You will be required to pay a $200.00 donation (or higher amount if you wish) to PHCA Rescue to defray the expenses relating to rescue efforts prior to your adoption.
